The job holder will be responsible for collaborating with the head of department, subject teachers and
student support managers, the post holder will work under the supervision of the Head of Maths to
support student learning and help raise achievement throughout the Academy.

Liaising with both the teaching and pastoral staff in the identification of students who might benefit
from the support of an Academic Coach. This will include careful analysis of student assessment
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data to identify areas of underachievement, followed by an assessment of what the barriers to
learning may be and the creation of programmes to support.

e Establish a 1:1 coaching relationship with an agreed group of students through a planned
programme of activity and tutorials.

e Ongoing monitoring and evaluation of student progress through the management of the student action plan,
including following the school reporting policy.

e In conjunction with Year Leaders develop and maintain regular contact with families/carers of children, to
keep them informed of the child’s needs and progress, and to secure positive family support and involvement.

e Create weekly timetables to accommodate cohorts of students.

e Develop individual action plans for students as requested.

e Use a variety of strategies and student activities to enhance academic acquisition, self-confidence
and self-esteem in order to assist progress through the curriculum.

e Network with other Academic Coaches and share best practice.

e Be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health, safety and
security, confidentiality and data protection, copyright etc. including reporting all concerns to line
manager.

e Contribute to the overall aims of the Academy.

e Undertake any other duties which may reasonably be regarded as within the nature of the duties
and responsibilities / grade of the post as defined.
