Job Context

Lord Grey Academy is a secondary Academy with approximately 1450 students and 190 staff. The
Assistant Head of Year will be responsible for providing support to the Heads of Year in ensuring the
progress, achievement and involvement of students in all aspects of school life and in ensuring that
students display Lord Grey Academy values, understand our ethos and follow the Lord Grey Way. As part
of their role the post holder will be required to take on oncall responsibilities.

A central priority of this role is the delivery of high-impact student management and pastoral care. Working
in close partnership with the Head of Year, you will identify and mitigate barriers to academic achievement
through early intervention and robust home-school partnerships. A significant portion of your daily remit
involves maintaining a high-profile presence across the Academy, leading the operational management of
the Reflection Room or Internal Suspension Room (ISR), and serving as a primary responder for the
On-Call system. You will act as a vital link between the school and parents to ensure high expectations are
met, student wellbeing is safeguarded, and the school’s behavioural expectations are consistently upheld.

Key Responsibilities

e Support for Head of Year and Form Tutors - working closely with the Head of Year and form
tutors to ensure that any issues that may lead to academic underachievement of students are
identified quickly and early, and appropriate interventions are put in place.

e Student Progress, Guidance and Care - ensuring the progress, achievement and involvement of
students in all aspects of school life, setting high expectations and seeing that they are met.
Support student learning by bringing the school, the parents, and, on occasions, outside agencies
together in the best interests of the students.

11. You will maintain detailed records of student behaviour, manage individual behaviour plans, and
ensure regular, professional communication with parents.

12. Make contact with parents regularly to discuss student progress and issues including behaviour.

13. Develop close partnerships with parents to ensure that the home/school partnership is strong and
supports excellent student achievement, attendance and behaviour.

14. Support the weekly assembly programme by setting high expectations of behaviour and routine,
supporting visiting speakers, encouraging tutor group presentations and promoting Lord Grey
values.

15. Attendance for two year groups in the morning to investigate and chase attendance or support ISR
or support oncall for the academy.

16. Maintain a high-visibility presence during social times and throughout the school day.

17. Carry out duties, refocus and on call as per the rota.

18. You will manage the Reflection Room and ISR as per the rota, providing immediate support via the
On-Call system to ensure a calm and purposeful learning environment.
