Little Heaton is a 1FE primary set in an area of high disadvantage and deprivation. The school has had a 

chequered history with a series of RI judgements and changes in leadership. 

In March 2024, the school as transferred into The Cranmer Education Trust (CET) and since May, the CET 

has brought in experienced school leaders who have been working together to stabilize the school to 

improve the quality of education across the board and address the SEN and behavioural issues which the 

school was struggling with. 

The trust has also made a major investment in the building and school environment for the children.
