· To work with staff, local and National businesses and organisations to enhance students’ exposure to, and encounters with, employers and employees.
· To co-ordinate the Year 10 work experience programme.
· To work in close collaboration with staff, post 16 providers and employers to

facilitate student progression.

Main Duties:  

· To manage and organise CEIAG sessions for students and CEIAG events across

· all year groups.
· To lead and manage the post 16 application process, monitoring and tracking of applications and liaising with the relevant staff, with regards to SEN students, to ensure appropriate progression routes.

· To carry out individual CEIAG interviews with a Careers Action Plan for support

with relevant year groups.

· To design, select and provide activities, resources and services to meet students’ career needs.

· To ensure students are well signposted to different guidance activities and

promote the use of relevant careers tools.

· To coordinate and manage the Year 10 work experience programme.
· To help students look for and obtain work experience placements.
· To lead and develop partnerships with post 16 providers,
· To liaise with the relevant colleagues to arrange assemblies throughout the year.

· To arrange relevant speakers for students regarding future options.
· To support careers events taking place both externally and internally.

· To work with a network of post 16 providers, Higher Education Institutions,

employers, voluntary organisations, business enterprises to promote opportunities for students.

· To support the SLT Leads for CEIAG to deliver a programme of enterprise and

employability skills.
· To support events and visits that promote post 16 opportunities, work related

learning, enterprise and employability skills for students.

· To liaise with Curriculum Leads regarding career events and Work Related Learning activities.

· To provide additional support to students at risk of becoming NEET to ensure they have a successful Post 16 transition.

· To attend Open Evenings, Options Evenings and Parents’ Evenings for all relevant year groups promoting CEIAG.

· To create, develop and manage and maintain databases as required.
· To manage the production of reports regarding CEIAG activities as required.

· To evaluate the impact of each element of CEIAG to ensure that all students are

able to have access to high quality careers information, advice and guidance.
· To collate and provide tracking, intended destination and destination data including NEET figures and report on this to the SLT Leads for CEIAG and the local authority within the deadlines.
· To ensure all Careers administrative tasks are prepared in order to assist the smooth

running of individual careers appointments and group activities.

· To maintain up to date careers information and resources.
· To update and maintain the Careers display board and promote CEIAG throughout the school.

· To update and maintain the CEIAG website information to inform students, parents and other key stakeholders about CEIAG.
