The schools name is based on the manor house, home farm and church that were all part of the
moated complex, known as Wexham Court Estate.

We have oak trees that were planted in the 18™ century.

There used to be a post office on site, which fell down 20 years ago.

The site has a poly tunnel and various raised beds, in which all pupils grow their own produce. This is
later served in the canteen or entered into the Stoke Poges Horticultural Show; which we have won
for the last 7 years!

The school used to be a middle school.

Professional development is ongoing. We use evidence-based research to only do the things that
work and matter.

The listed Barn has been renovated and is now an exhibition site, regularly used by the children for
various activities, including cooking the produce they harvest in the poly tunnel.
