learners’ progress and levels of attainment.

e Make accurate and productive use of assessment to secure pupils’ progress.

e Give pupils regular feedback, both orally and through accurate marking, and encourage pupils to respond to
the feedback, reflect on progress, their emerging needs and to take a responsible and conscientious attitude
to their own work and study.

e Use relevant data to monitor progress, set targets, and plan subsequent lessons.

e  Work with families on individual targets and plan other out-of-class activities to consolidate and extend the
knowledge and understanding pupils have acquired.

Behaviour and Safety:

framework for discipline with a range of strategies, using a positive behaviour support ethos.
