The person specification contains 
the criteria that the selection panel will use in the selection process. In addition, the panel will place 
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considerable emphasis on your supporting letter, which should not exceed two sides of A4. When 
completing the application please follow these guidelines: 

• You may choose to provide your details by hand or use a computer, but please complete all 
sections in black ink. 

• Completed Self Declaration returned in a sealed envelope alongside your application 
• Please submit the application form (containing the Person Specification Form) with your supporting 

letter. Do not submit a CV instead of an application form. 
• When e-mailing your application, please ensure it is marked ‘Confidential’. 

Lower Farm Academy has a rigorous Child Protection policy and is committed to the welfare of every child. 
Consequently, all short listed candidates will be asked for two references before interview and these could 
be followed up with a verbal discussion with your referee. If successful, your enhanced DBS check will be 
carried out irrespective of any previous checks and a Disqualification Declaration form will also be 
required.
