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Have a clear understanding of the needs of a// pupils, including those with
special educational needs and be able to use and evaluate distinctive teaching
approaches to engage and support them

Demonstrate an understanding of and take responsibility for promoting high
standards of literacy including the correct use of spoken English (whatever

If teaching early reading, demonstrate a clear understanding of appropriate
teaching strategies e.g. systematic synthetic phonics
