Main purpose of the job

To carry out the professional duties of a school teacher as set out in the school teachers pay and conditions document.
Teachers in a primary class group

To teach the full range of National Curriculum Subjects as part of the High Oaks Curriculum
Teachers in class groups for pupils with complex needs or autistic pupils

· To teach English, Maths, ICT, PHSCE, life skills/community outing, Food Technology, Humanities,

and Science to own class group. To be flexible in teaching other subjects/classes if timetabling requires.

Teachers in classes for pupils with profound and multiple learning difficulties

· To teach all aspects of the sensory curriculum.
Main responsibilities and tasks

1. To lead teams and deploy teaching assistants to support pupil learning, therapy and care needs.

2. To maintain the classroom and ensure it is organised to meet pupil needs.

3. To plan modules of work according to pupil need, IEP aims and the school curriculum.

4. To assess and record pupil progress using engagement profiles, P scales, beyond p scales, and, in post 16 classes, M levels and entry levels of Attainment. To record assessment appropriately and collect evidence of progress made using school systems. 

5. To write reports for Annual Review for all pupils taught.

6. To maintain pupil information.

7. To liaise with the multi-professional team in respect of the education of the pupils. To ensure that therapy programmes are incorporated in teaching and carried out.

8. To write reports for other agencies on request as the need arises.

9. To maintain clear effective communication with parents, carers, the school management team, colleagues, Governors and supporting agencies.

10. To maintain positive relationships with families, communicating with them regularly and attending parent’s evenings, which take place during the Autumn and Summer Terms on a Tuesday afternoon from 3.30pm-6.30pm.

11. To carry out risk assessments with respect to activities both in and out of school.

12. To participate in own professional development, working with a line manager to evaluate and develop own performance. All teachers at Oaklands receive regular support and development meetings with a line manager.

13. To participate in whole school continuous improvement including participating in leading and evaluation INSET programmes and in contributing to the School Development Plan. INSET programme takes place on Tuesdays from 3.45-4.45pm.

14. To attend training as identified in both the school development plan and the teachers own review plan.

Curriculum Team membership role

15. To work within a curriculum team, led by a curriculum team leader on targets set within the school development plan.

16. To attend relevant courses related to subject and disseminate information to colleagues.

17. To contribute to writing, reviewing, evaluating and updating school curriculum policies.

18. To maintain curriculum resources.

19. To contribute to the planning of curriculum enhancement activities which might include lunchtime clubs, our annual creative arts/sports weeks, regular assemblies school performances, festival days as required.
