· Making effective use of assessment and ensure coverage of programmes of study.
· Ensuring effective teaching and best use of available time.
· Maintaining discipline in accordance with the school's procedures and encouraging good practice with regard to punctuality, behaviour, standards of work and homework.
· Using a variety of teaching methods to:
i. Match approach to content, structure information, present a set of key ideas and use appropriate vocabulary.
ii. Use effective questioning, listen carefully to Pupils, give attention to errors and misconceptions.
iii. Select appropriate learning resources and develop study skills through library, ICT and other sources.
