Thank you for your interest in the permanent post Reception Class teacher.

We are looking for a permanent full time class teacher for Reception, following the current postholder’s recent promotion to Assistant Headteacher.
Early Reedley consists of two Reception classes.  Our teachers and TAs work collaboratively to guide children in developing key early skills such as communication, early reading, number, and physical coordination. Positive modelling of language, scaffolded questioning, and storytelling support communication and vocabulary development.  Children are taught techniques such as ‘Think. Pair. Share’ and ‘Cold-calling’ which are then embedded throughout their school journey.

We are a two-form entry school with an intake of 60 children per year, split into four phases.

Early Reedley: Reception 
Lower Reedley: Year 1 and Year 2 
Middle Reedley: Year 3 and Year 4 
Upper Reedley: Year 5 and Year 6
