JOB DESCRIPTION FOR POST OF:-  CLEANER 
 

SPECIFIC DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

 
The postholder must at all times carry out his/her duties and responsibilities 
within the School Policies and within the framework of the Education Act 2002, 
and School Standards and Framework Act 1998 with particular regard to the 
statutory responsibilities of the Governing Bodies of Schools.

4. Cleaning duties will include cleaning, washing, sweeping, scrubbing, 

sanitising, shampooing, vacuum cleaning, polishing and dusting of 
designated areas as required by the School. 

 
5. Specialist cleaning where requested by the School, i.e. carpet 

shampooing. 
 
6. To report any damage/defects to the appropriate person.
