The cover
supervisor role will include other activities such as Activities Week.

e Set high expectations of conduct whilst acting as a role model.

e Promote the inclusion and acceptance of all students within the classroom within the school’s policies
and procedures of equal opportunities.

e Undertake the role of mentor to a group of students in accordance with the school mentoring system.
