Drama
This is an opportunity to join a growing department under new leadership with a focus on developing the profile of Performing Arts within the school and wider community. At Manningtree we have a history of consistently good results in drama either in line or above the national average. We are a well resourced department, valued and supported within the school. 

Dance and Drama are taught in our brand new Performing Arts block, consisting of a drama studio with lighting and sound system and a large activity studio, fully equipped with mirrored wall, ballet bar and sound system. 
At KS3, Year 7 pupils receive 3 drama lessons a fortnight and Year 8 pupils receive 2, dance is taught as part of the drama curriculum for one half term in both year 7 & 8. Classes are approximately 30, mixed ability. 

At KS4 GCSE Drama and Dance are popular subjects, taught over 3 years, with large classes in drama, smaller in dance, receiving 5 lessons over 2 weeks. Dance was introduced 3 years ago and is still developing; this is an exciting opportunity to be part of this continued development. Drama specification followed is OCR. 
As we emerge from this challenging time, we will be offering students opportunities to take part in after school clubs for both drama and dance, plus start to reintroduce larger performances. There will an expectation for your skills to be applied in helping with these.
