Turing House opened in September 2015. It was set up by a parent-led group and became the fifth school in the
Russell Education Trust (RET), the largest group of free schools in the country. The school is now in its seventh
academic year and in September we welcomed our second cohort in to our sixth form. The school now has all year
groups from 7 to 13 and in April 2022, we excitedly moved into our new permanent site in Whitton. Staff and
students are delighted to be reunited as a whole school and we are already enjoying the state-of the art facilities the
school has to offer as we settle in.

Turing House School has had enormous local support since it was first proposed and has been oversubscribed for
every intake so far.
