What does Ofsted say about our Schools?

In July 2024 we had our Atherstone Nursery School inspection and remained
Outstanding.

In March 2026 we had our Bedworth Heath Nursery School inspection
(awaiting report to be published).

Children love their time at this warm, nurturing and inclusive nursery school.
The school’s motto of ‘bright stars, bright futures’ is realised throughout its
practice. Relationships between staff, children and their families are strong. One
parent’s comment was typical of many when they stated, ‘This a wonderful
nursery school that cares about the children, gives them lovely experiences and
puts them at the heart of everything they plan and do.'

The development of children’s communication and language has been
prioritised. Children are surrounded by stories and books. Throughout the
nursery, both inside and outside children are exposed to a wide range of books.
Staff use every opportunity to model the use of language. They encourage
children to speak in full sentences. They use a structured approach to develop
and enhance children’s speaking and interaction skills. Staff also sing songs and
share rhymes frequently, both during adult-led activities and when children are
at play in the classrooms. Children enjoy daily story time sessions. Some of the
stories shared have been deliberately chosen to help children to understand
their own emotions.




The governing body know the school well through their regular visits and their
discussions at board meetings. Governors are extremely skilled and
knowledgeable. Staff appreciate their advice and support. The whole staff team
support each other very well. They are unanimously appreciative of the way
leaders consider their workload and well-being.

At Atherstone Nursery School, children are happy, safe and excited about
learning. Staff want to do their very best for each child. The school’s ethos, ‘right
start, bright futures’, is central to its daily work. Parents and carers are highly
positive about the care and learning that the school provides. Children achieve
well and are extremely well prepared for their next stage of learning.
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The school has constructed a curriculum that is highly ambitious for all pupils.
The curriculum is coherently planned and sequenced based on what children
already know and can do. Highly skilled adults support and extend learning.
Teaching is designed to help children develop their knowledge and skills
successfully over time. Children consistently demonstrate high levels of
curiosity, concentration and enjoyment. They listen intently. Children respond
positively to adults and each other. Staff quickly identify and take swift action to
remedy any gaps in knowledge. All this means that children achieve highly. They
learn and remember more of the curriculum over time.



Leaders, including governors, are passionate and highly ambitious for every
child. They make sure that staff deliver consistently high-quality provision to all
children. Leaders understand the limitations of assessment. They ensure it does
not create unnecessary burdens on staff or children. Staff are positive about the
support they receive from leaders to manage their workload and well-being.

Wellbeing is at the core of how we lead our federation, for staff, children,
families and wider professionals and visitors. We have a policy in place that
enables all staff to take and work back 10 hours of toil across the school year —
to provide some flexibility for staff to be able to go to their child’s assembilies,
to extend a holiday or even just have a duvet day!
