The school has 2 pure and 3 mixed
aged classes due to smaller numbers on roll in certain year groups however is now starting to regrow. The
school has also recently opened a nursery class providing wider expansion. There is an exciting opportunity
to take the key phase further into best practice in the quality of education and management of the classes.

We have a total of 6 classes (including the nursery) and the number of children on roll is currently 150. You
will be joining a dynamic and experienced team of teaching and support staff.
