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Classroom Teacher - Job Description

Introduction
This job description should be read in conjunction with the current School Teachers'
Pay and Conditions Document.

The performance of all duties and responsibilities set out below will be under the
reasonable direction of the head teacher or other senior managers, if appropriate.
Reasonable amendments to the job description may be made, at any time, at the
head teacher's discretion to fit with the demands and needs of the school and its

pupils.

Purpose of the Job

To ensure high quality teaching of pupils within the school and to effectively carry out
such other associated duties as are reasonably assigned by the head teacher from
time to time. The successful candidate must also carry out other duties that support
pupils' learning whilst complying with the school's policies and procedures. The
classroom teacher is responsible for teaching a class of approximately 30 pupils,
ranging in age between 3 and 11 dependent on pupil numbers and cohort
organisation within the school.

Applicable Contract Terms and Duties

This job description is to be performed in accordance with the latest School Teachers’
Pay and Conditions Document and within the range of duties set out in that document
so far as relevant to the post holder’s title and salary grade. The post is otherwise
subject to the Conditions of Service for School Teachers in England and Wales (the
‘Burgundy Book’) and to locally agreed conditions of employment to the extent that
they are incorporated in the post holder’s individual contract of employment. Copies
of the relevant documents are available for inspection at the school.

e An ability to work as part of a team and share good practices with fellow
members of staff

e Effective oral and written communication skills

e Awareness and knowledge of performance indicators amongst pupils and the
ability to monitor these indicators

e Effective and reliable organisational skills

e Awareness of pupil's learning styles and abilities, including pupils with SEN

A demonstration of the following knowledge and understanding, whilst not essential,
is desirable in a candidate:

e Experience working as part of a team
e A first-aid certificate or first aid skills
e Experience working with children who have behavioural problems

Personal Qualities

A demonstration of the following personal qualities should be present in a successful
candidate:

e Dedication, enthusiasm and a positive attitude towards working within the
teaching profession

e Good time management skills

e Pro-active in the working environment and able to anticipate workload

Develop assessment practices that effectively monitor and support
development of pupils knowledge of the curriculum

Ensure thorough and in-depth knowledge of the subject being taught

Adapt the curriculum to fit student needs while maintaining overall class
progress

Manage the diverse ability levels of students and set work to appropriately
meet the level required

Adapt teaching styles to fit the demands and needs of students and provide a
supportive learning environment

Assess and record student development, whilst assessing areas which need
attention and improvement

Use different resources and equipment, as required, to ensure lessons may
be accessed appropriately by all students
