The Department 

The Department benefits from accommodation, which in the main is purpose-built, comprising of a suite of six well-equipped rooms (4 with interactive white boards); two multipurpose Resistant Materials workshops, a dedicated Graphics Studio with CAD-CAM, dedicated textiles and food rooms with their own shared ICT area and a CAD/CAM suite. The head of department has their own administrative office and in addition there are two workrooms for other members of the department. The entrance foyer to the department is used as a display and exhibition area to celebrate students’ work. The Department has a high profile within the school and has an experienced teaching team offering a wide range of Design & Technology courses across all Key Stages, including Product Design, Food Preparation & nutrition and Fashion & Textiles. The department also benefits from the support of experienced and competent technicians; a part-time administrator and designated departmental prefects. 

The Department is well-resourced with all relevant tools, equipment and relevant text books across all areas and continually strives to improve the resources available to both pupils and staff. This includes a large CNC Milling Machine and Makerbot 3D Printer in the CAD/CAM suite, a Techsoft laser cutter and two CNC knife cutters in the Graphics Studio along with two CNC embroidery machines in textiles. An herb and vegetable garden is being developed in the external space adjacent to the food room.
The Curriculum

At Key Stage Three pupils in each year group are divided into mixed ability groups of up to twenty four pupils. They follow a three year course where they complete four (eight week) core modules. Modules cover a wide range of topics and subject specialism’s including Product Design, Graphic Products, Systems and Control, Electronics, Textiles and Food with the aim being that pupils produce and take home high quality outcomes of worth that they can be proud of. 
At Key Stage Four pupils are offered the following options at GCSE:

AQA Design & Technology – Product Design or Textiles routes
AQA Design Technology – Food Preparation and Nutrition
At Key Stage Five pupils are offered the following options at A level:
AQA Product Design

AQA Fashion and Textiles
Enrichment activities 

The department offers a wide range of enrichment activities which include lunchtime and after school activities for all Key Stages, such as the drone club. Along with external visits which have included The Clothes Show, Harry Potter studios, Design in Action lectures, New designers, Design Museum. Year 11 pupils are given the opportunity to apply for an ‘Arkwright Scholarship’ with application support from the department.
