The Staff

The Geography Department is a team of four teachers who are all Geography specialists.  All are experienced teachers and all teach across the age and ability range.

Accommodation

The Department currently teaches in four dedicated Geography rooms.  There are interactive screens in all of our teaching rooms.  
Resources

The Department has a good stock of textbooks, atlases and general Geography resource books.  At KS3 this includes the Geography Matters and Key Geography series.  At GCSE we use ‘OCR GCSE Specification B’ textbook and at A-level ‘Hodder Edexcel A level Book 1 and 2 Geography’.  All units of work are well supported by teacher-produced materials, which are banked centrally and used in a collaborative way.  Teachers also have Chromebooks.
Fieldwork

Fieldwork is an essential part of our approach.  We carry out local fieldwork at KS3 for each year group.  This currently includes a visit to the London 2012 Olympic site for Year 7, a river investigation for Year 8 and a visit to Kew Gardens in Year 9.  The fieldtrip at GCSE forms the basis of the coursework and this has taken place in Sheringham and London.  Recent A-Level fieldtrips include Bournemouth, Birmingham and we are potentially looking at Iceland going forward.  These often include opportunities for extra-curricular activities as well.

Curriculum Provision

The school is mixed ability in Year 7, 8 and 9.  All pupils follow a common programme of work which addresses National Curriculum requirements, while varying in pace and emphasis according to the needs of different groups.  The Geography course at KS3 is organised into a series of units which encourage pupils to learn in an enquiry based way.  In the school’s two week timetable pupils have three, one hour periods of Geography.  

Geography at GCSE is taught in mixed ability groups.  There are five, one hour periods of Geography per fortnight.  Pupils follow OCR Syllabus B.
Geography at A-level follow Edexcel Syllabus B.  This course aims to create and maintain a stimulating and relevant A-Level.
