Purpose:
a) To assist the Head of Science in raising standards of teaching and learning in the Science faculty by:
Teaching and Learning
· Raising subject attainment in KS4 and KS5.
· Working with the other Subject leads, Head of Faculty to ensure consistently high quality teaching and learning at KS4 and KS5.
· Implementation and review of the Separate Science curriculum at KS4 and the KS5 curriculum and working with the Head of Faculty to ensure that this is cohesive with the Combined Science scheme of work.
· Evaluating and improving SEN provision.
· Ensuring that the Science curriculum highlights and celebrates diversity and allows all students to feel included and inspired by Science. 
· Creating a clear link between KS5 and KS4 to raise aspirations and encourage the uptake of A Level Sciences, particularly among under-represented groups.
· Work collaboratively with the Head of Faculty to lead the development and implementation of effective teaching and learning strategies, including ICT-based developments, as well as maintaining platforms that are already in place.
Monitoring
· Analysis of KS4 Separate Science and KS5 subject data for tracking and input into the TEID. 
· Collaboration with Head of Faculty to ensure that data and tracking for Combined Science is completed and analysis input into the TEID.
· Work scrutinising.
· Monitoring homework, classwork and behaviour in KS4 Separate Science and KS5 via book audits, lesson observations, and sharing good practice and analysis and feedback to the faculty.
· Use of data to identify students for mentoring/intervention programmes and collaborating with the i/c Science interventions to ensure these are delivered effectively.
· Maintain an oversight of the practical requirements at KS5, including recording, monitoring and reporting on these.
· Target setting for students, groups and years.
Extension/Support
· Ensuring that appropriate support is available for the entire Separate Science pathway.
· Planning and organisation of enrichment and extension activities e.g. Olympiad, revision programmes and trips etc.
· Line management and support of the successful Extracurricular Astronomy GCSE
