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Procedures to protect any child deemed as vulnerable.
Child Protection Procedures Policy
Every child has the right to protection from abuse and exploitation and the right to have enquires made to safeguard his or her welfare.
Child Protection Procedures: 
The Head Teacher and the Deputy Head Teacher, as the Designated Safeguarding/Child Protection Leads, are to:
· put in place procedures for handling cases of suspected abuse (including allegations against teachers) which are consistent with those agreed by the Local Safeguarding Children Board and easily available to all staff for reference

· be the Designated Safeguarding Leads and ensure that a Governor oversees Safeguarding in school

· ensure that the Designated Safeguarding Leads receive appropriate training every two years.
· ensure that all staff are trained in Child Protection – Safeguarding Children, every three years and are alert to signs of possible abuse and know to whom to report any concerns or suspicions. Online training is also now available and all staff have access to this on an annual basis.
· make parents aware of the school's child protection policy in the school prospectus.
Procedure
1. In all cases where abuse is suspected or a sustainable allegation is made, teachers and other members of staff should report the information to one of the Designated Safeguarding Leads. 
2. Member of staff to complete the confidential safeguarding form and discuss with either of the Designated Safeguarding Leads.

3. The Designated Safeguarding Leads will seek advice from/refer these cases to Social Care, the West Team in Bolton. 
4. If the Designated Safeguarding Leads are unsure about whether a case should be formally referred or has a general concern about a child's health or development, they will seek advice and support from the School Nurse or the LADO. The Education Welfare Officer may also be able to offer advice.

5. When referring a case of suspected or alleged abuse, the Designated Safeguarding Leads will inform the Parent(s).

6. A CAF will be required within 24 hours of a referral to Social Care, the West Team in Bolton. 

7. The DCPL will follow up any referral and monitor further action and outcomes.
8. Parent to sign the form to acknowledge the outcome of the initial concern.
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
