The post of ICT Technician at a new school is an opportunity that ICT professionals dream about, being part
of a talented and committed staff that is growing a school from Year 7 up; supporting the development of its
ethos and embedding that in the community of the school.

from worship, reading and CEIAG
e An aspirational co-curricular provision built into period 6. This will run Monday to Thursday 2.45 —
3.30. All pupils are expected to take part in two activities per week
e A facility to support literacy and numeracy catch up (7.45-8.10) each morning
The curriculum is underpinned by a consistent pedagogy that understands how pupils learn and a rigorous
approach to reading and literacy, building character and resilience. Use of ICT to enhance teaching and
learning is also central to the vision for excellence.

Our aim is that all our pupils become good human beings - good friends, neighbours, citizens - people we are
proud to know. Their social and emotional development, their self-respect and their ability to self-manage
are just as important as their cognitive development. Pupils who are happy and secure in their school learn
well and become successful people. High quality pastoral care is at the core of the school.

provide technical ICT support for teaching and learning.
