• Identify students requiring pastoral, academic, or behavioural interventions through data analysis and staff referrals

• Monitor the progress and impact of all interventions, adapting approaches as necessary
• Maintain an intervention tracking system, recording attendance, progress, and outcomes
• Work closely with the SENCO to support students with SEND through appropriate interventions
