For the past two years, All Saints Primary School has worked alongside another local school – Armitage C.E. 
Primary School. We are now in the consultation process to formalise a Federation between the two schools 
and, once this is confirmed, will provide exciting opportunities for successful candidates to work as part of 
an already established team across the two schools. Such opportunities will include shared PPA with two 
other year group teachers, the chance to engage in professional development with experienced 
practitioners across both schools and greater development prospects in the future. Although these roles will 
be based at All Saints for the Academic Year 2022-2023, there is likely to be an opportunity/expectation that 
staff joining us could be invited to work at either school depending on future school and individual 
candidate circumstances.  
 
As part of the interview process, shortlisted candidates will be expected to deliver a 30-minute Literacy or 
Numeracy lesson to a class of Key Stage Two children. Successful lesson observations will be followed by an 
interview on the same day. Further details of this will be provided to shortlisted candidates nearer the time.
