Job Description

Post Overview:

The postholder will work in close partnership with teachers and other professionals to support children
across the school and assist in the high-quality delivery of the curriculum, supporting children’s learning,
including those with additional needs. The individual will show clear commitment to the vision and values
of the school and will significantly contribute to the creation of a positive and inclusive learning
environment and the school’s pursuit of excellence.

The postholder will be an experienced and committed practitioner with a strong commitment to
supporting pupils’ learning and development, and with the confidence to provide effective classroom
cover. They must demonstrate the ability to work independently and use their own initiative when leading
a class.

We value a wide range of experience, and those with a background in education or related fields at degree
level or above will be considered, alongside those with hands-on experience in supporting children's
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learning. We're looking for an individual who is adaptable, passionate about education, and committed to
creating a supportive and inclusive learning environment for all pupils.

Support for Learning:

students or small groups, including those with significant SEN.

e Deliver individualised support programmes to help students with specific learning needs.

e Support the development of children’s independent learning skills, promoting their engagement
with classroom resources and activities.

e Take part in planning sessions with the class teacher, contributing to individualised work
programmes and Special Educational Needs Support Plans (SSPs).

classroom environment.

e Develop trust and professional rapport with both staff and students, demonstrating excellent
conduct, confidentiality, and respect.



e Be flexible and show enthusiasm for new ideas, supporting the overall aims and ethos of the school.
Provide adhoc teacher cover:

safe, purposeful learning environment and managing behaviour in line with school policy.

e Work independently without direct supervision, using professional judgement to adapt activities,
support pupils of differing abilities (including SEND), and ensure continuity of learning.

e Monitor, record and provide feedback on pupil progress and behaviour to the class teacher,
marking work where appropriate in line with school policy.

o Take full responsibility for safeguarding and pupil welfare during cover sessions, following all school
procedures and expectations.
