Main accountabilities:
· Contribute to the development of the school’s marketing strategy and take a lead role in the implementation of the strategy, utilising a wide range of mediums including social media, website, newsletters including delivery of targeted marketing and promotional campaigns to increase engagement and visibility
· To be responsible for coordinating all publicity and marketing materials for the school including writing content and targeting appropriate audiences.  
· To provide exciting, creative and innovative design for all marketing materials, including internal materials (e.g. posters for display in school) and external materials (e.g. open evening posters, parental newsletters).
· To play a key role in supporting school events, including leadership of some events as appropriate.
· Gain exposure of the school’s achievements on a local and national scale through a variety of different media including press, social media and the internet.
· Manage the school’s social media platforms, including content planning, scheduling, audience engagement and performance tracking.
· Manage the use of student images within the school, including coordinating photoshoots, managing the image archive, and checking photo permissions for all retained images. 
· Develop and manage internal and external communication, ensuring consistent messaging across staff, students, parents and the wider community
· To support the future growth of the wider Multi Academy Trust through the development of marketing materials in MEA Ce other Trust schools as and when required.
· To contribute to the overall ethos, work and aims of the school.
· To establish constructive relationships and communicate with other agencies and professionals.
· To participate in training and other learning activities and performance development as required.
· To recognise own strengths and areas of expertise and use these to advise and support others.
