• Adapt teaching to meet the strengths and needs of all pupils, modelling inclusive 
practice 

• Make accurate and productive use of assessment, mentoring colleagues in effective 
assessment practice 

• Maintain exemplary behaviour management and support colleagues to develop their 
practice 

Subject/Area Leadership Responsibilities 

• Review and develop curriculum policy for designated subject(s) 

• Monitor planning, teaching and assessment to secure high standards 

• Observe teaching to evaluate strengths, development needs and impact of 
improvement strategies 

• Lead resource organisation and procurement 

• Report on standards to staff and governors  

• Organise and promote subject-related enrichment opportunities, as appropriate
