 Playground Supervision: Monitoring students during outdoor playtime after lunch, ensuring they follow 
school rules, play safely, and resolve any conflicts that arise. 

 Ensuring Safety and Well-being: Checking that students are comfortable and healthy, assisting with minor 
first aid if necessary, and making sure children are properly supervised at all times. 

 Supporting Positive Behaviour: Encouraging positive social behaviour, resolving minor conflicts between 
students, and promoting good manners, fairness, and respect.

 Basic reading and writing skills
