Duties and responsibilities
· Transport pupils on the minibus for the school morning and afternoon runs 
· Responsible for the safety, comfort and welfare of the children 
· Carry out regular cleaning and safety checks 
· Carry out basic maintenance of the vehicle, including refueling as required
· Maintain accurate records of vehicle usage 
· Report any incidents, accidents, issues or faults to school leadership
· Be a vital part of the school day and experience 
· To model the values, ethos and vision of the Trust 
· To comply with Safeguarding, Child Protection and Confidentiality, reporting all concerns to the appropriate person
Line management
· The job involves no direct responsibility for the supervision or direction of other employees. The work may involve demonstration of own duties, or providing advice and guidance to new employees or others. 
Professional Development   
· Maintain personal professional development to ensure that the knowledge and skills required to fulfill the role of Minibus Driver are up to date.   
· Be a professional role model, and understand and promote the aims of the Academy and the values of the Trust. Including promoting our culture of high aspiration that is rooted in our Christian values as demonstrated in the life and teachings of Jesus Christ.
· Willing to hold and maintain the D1 entitlement on your driving license

	Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974
This job is exempt under the Exceptions Orders to the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974. Appointment to this job is subject to an enhanced DBS disclosure being obtained, and any relevant cautions, convictions, bindover orders and warnings being considered.

The jobholder must take appropriate action in the event that they have concerns, or are made aware of the concerns of others, regarding the safety or wellbeing of children or young people.

The jobholder is required to exercise their duty of care by taking responsibility for their own health and safety, and the health and safety of other people who may be affected by their acts or failure to act. Full guidance regarding health and safety is set out in the Trust’s Health and Safety Policy, and in any risk assessments relevant to the jobholder’s role or circumstances. Both can be accessed via the jobholder’s line manager, and the jobholder is required to comply with these and to use any protective clothing or equipment as instructed at all times.
