· Will deliver bespoke lessons/sessions to year group specific students across a wide range of subject areas.

· Will develop a variety of alternative provision pathways, suited to meet student’s individual needs.

· Develop a variety of pastoral support interventions, alongside the Pastoral Support Manager, and assess the impact these have on students.

· Ensure the pastoral support provision on offer engages students and maximises impact.

· Takes decisions on the basis of individual student need.

· Looks at data thoroughly and bases action and intervention accordingly. 
· Ensures interventions that take place are driven by a diagnosed need and tests for impact afterwards.

· Ensures that every young person understands that having a well-balanced character and an understanding of how to live in a community is as important as ‘academic’ qualifications.

· Promotes awareness of the 5Cs (Currency, Character, Culture, Contentment and Community). Always asks, ‘how do we know that our young people leave our school as better young people?’ 

· Finds ways of creating opportunities for students to see kindness and respect in action and gives them a chance to show it themselves. 

· Creates a narrative for students where they see the opportunities in school time for their character to be developed. Creates a ‘buzz’ around the idea of showing kindness.

· Celebrates success for students at sensible points throughout the year.

· Encourages and rewards students in their personal development and promotes this in others. 

· Let’s nothing get in the way of moving things forward. Does not wait to be asked by a line manager – just gets on, communicating regular updates and make things happen. Is prepared always.

· Ensures expectations and priorities are shared explicitly. Uses regular communication to update and engage students and staff.

Impact

· Students engage positively with interventions and reintegrate into mainstream provision.

· Subject outcomes for progress and attainment are positive, demonstrating impact.
· A cohesive programme for each year is created and delivered.

· Individual student progress is positive, and students show a true love of learning.
