Main Purpose 

To supervise classes for absent teachers as required, assisting students with the work that has been set by the teacher 
or the Head of Department.

• To cover lessons in school, specialising in PE. 

• To be proactive in the management of supervised classes, creating a positive and purposeful atmosphere. 

• To liaise closely with Heads of Department and classroom teachers. 

• To adhere to the school’s rewards and sanctions policies. 

• To consistently provide students with a positive role model at all times. 

• To support the head of PE in their roles as required, both as Teaching Assistant support in the classroom and 
through departmental tasks. 

• To carry out daily PE safety checks. 

• To work with the PE department in supervising clubs and activities. 

• To carry out examination invigilation.
