Oak Grove College is a community generic special school providing special education for 268 students with learning difficulties from Year 7 to Year 14. We are part of the Thrive Federation of Schools which also includes Palatine Primary School, Herons Dale School and Cornfield School.

We operate a learning need (family group) based structure, with each group having its designated base in the building.   In order to create balanced tutor groups and provide the most appropriate learning and support environment, some students are grouped differently and may be in tutor groups with a wider age range of students (especially those students with SLD & PMLD).  For all students we aim to ensure that there are positive social and educational inclusion opportunities. 

 

We see this as essential to our goal of preparing students for being fully part of the community after College. Each family group is led by a Pastoral Leader who has overall pastoral responsibility for those in their group. 

 

We are immensely proud of our college and our community. Purpose of Job:

Teaching students within the college, and carrying out such other duties as may be reasonable assigned by the Head Teacher.
Applicable Contract Terms and Duties:

This job description is to be performed in accordance with the provisions of the School Teachers' Pay and Conditions Document [2022] and within the range of teachers' duties set out in that document as are relevant to the post holder's title and salary point.  The post is otherwise subject to the conditions of service for school teachers in England & Wales and to locally agreed conditions of employment to the extent that they are incorporated in the post holder's individual contract of employment, copies of which are available on request.
Relationships:
The post holder is responsible to the Lead Teacher of PE/OAA for his/her teaching duties, responsibilities and teaching tasks whilst also responsible for liaison with outside agencies as appropriate. The post holder will be responsible for the supervision of the work of Teaching Assistants and other assistants relevant to his/her responsibilities, and for maintaining efficient working relationships with all students, staff in the college and the LA, parents, governors and all visitors to the college.

Particular Responsibilities:
1. To ensure the effective communication of Oak Grove's Philosophy, Aims and Policies to staff, students and outside agencies.

2. To teach, according to their special educational needs, students assigned in the class group.  This will include planning and developing a differentiated curriculum for the assigned age-group and working to support student’s individual objectives.
3. Ensure a suitable weekly programme of games is available to each year group to cover the needs of all students, to include football, table tennis, gymnastics, trampolining, swimming.
4. To have high expectations of young people including a commitment to ensuring that they can achieve their full educational potential and to establishing fair, respectful, trusting, supportive and constructive relationships with them;
5. To supervise the work of Teaching Assistants relevant to the allocated class or group.

6. To maintain care, control and discipline in accordance with the rules and systems of the college.

7. To contribute to meetings, discussions and management systems necessary to co-ordinate the work of the college as a whole.

8. To promote equal opportunities within the college and to seek to ensure the implementation of the equal opportunities policy, which may include participation in outreach links with other schools in accordance with the college's policy on inclusion.

9. To promote and foster good relationships and effective liaison with parents/carers to support student progress.

10. To promote and foster good relationships and effective liaison with other staff including our multi-disciplinary team to support student progress.
11.  To deliver exciting and innovative learning and undertake assessment using a broad range of methods, taking full responsibility for the success of own learners, developing a personalised and holistic learning approach in all lessons.

2. To liaise with all staff in other subject areas and college departments.

3. To assess student achievement and progress in accordance with arrangements agreed within the college and by reference to the provisions contained in student’s statements and annual review reports.

4. To maintain records, attend case conferences and liaise with special needs support services and other outside agencies, as required, with regard to individual students.

5. To mark class or group attendance registers.

6. To participate in arrangements made by the Headteacher for the appraisal of his/her own performance, through appraisal, and the identification of areas in which he/she would benefit from further training.
7. To support in the training of all staff where a need has been identified and to participate personally where appropriate.

8. To carry out any other reasonable task as directed by the Headteacher.

c. Successful experience of delivering a differentiated PE lessons to pupils with a wide range of needs.

d. Have the ability to identify and de-escalate potential problems before they escalate and be able to develop strategies to promote the positive behaviour of pupils.

e. Successful experience of managing teaching assistants to improve learning.

f. Teaching/coaching experience and qualifications in two or more sports

g. Ability to adapt and extend learning activities in response to pupils’ achievement and plan ways to further enhance it, both lessons on and offsite.
h. Teach engaging and motivating lessons informed by well-grounded expectations of learners and designed to promote pupils’ lifelong PE development.
