Job Description

The purpose of the job is to support the teaching, learning, safety and wellbeing of pupils by carrying out the duties outlined below.  
Work under the direction of the Class Teacher, Lead Teachers for SEMH and Learning and the Inclusion Manager to:

· Identify child safeguarding concerns by being vigilant for signs of abuse or neglect  
· Take appropriate action and report concerns to the Child Protection Officers and follow the school’s child protection and safeguarding policies
· Maintain an attitude of ‘it could happen here’ when it comes to child protection 

· Support identified individual child with Special Educational Needs throughout the school day
· Take full responsibility for the delivery of specific intervention programmes to identified individual child 
· Ensure planning and tasks for all lessons are understood and prepared for

· Prepare or adapt resources for individual child 

· Plan and/or contribute to planning for individual child in specific areas of the curriculum
· Assess and record the attainment of individual child in specific areas of the curriculum
· Take part in and contribute to Annual Reviews and IEP Reviews as required 

· Be aware of and work towards the achievement of pupils’ IEP targets and other individual targets
· Liaise closely with the class Teacher, Lead TAs and Inclusion Manager to share information concerning pupils’ progress therefore working as part of a team
· Join the Class Teacher and/or Lead TAs and Inclusion Manager in discussing pupils’ progress with parents or other professionals as required
Other duties:

· Extend own professional development through attending appropriate training sessions
· Attend Safeguarding training as required and take responsibility for ensuring children’s safety

· Playground duties, ensuring the children are safe in the playground

· Have a general duty of care and supervision towards all children in the school.

· Administer prescribed medicines to pupils as required.

· Administer intimate care in accordance with the school intimate care policy.

· Carry out playground duty every day, unless needed to be with identified individual child 
· Contribute to the positive ethos of the school

The above responsibilities are not exclusive and a Teaching Assistant for 1:1 support may sometimes be required to carry out other reasonable duties.
