Main Duties and Responsibilities:

· To ensure the efficient preparation and organisation of equipment for lessons as required

· To clean equipment and laboratories after each lesson and any chemical spillages when they occur

· To ensure safe storage and use of laboratory equipment

· To assist in preparing lesson materials in all areas of Science

· To liaise with the Senior Science Technician regarding the needs and running of the Curriculum Area

· To undertake routine photocopying of worksheets when required

· To assist supply teachers and pupils with the setting up of equipment

· To liaise with building services staff regarding any potential health and safety hazard e.g. gas or fume problems that may occur

· To assist in ensuring the safe conduct of pupils in the Curriculum area

· To assist in maintaining legal records of poisons, flammable liquids, alcohol storage and radioactive sources

· To safely dispose of waste chemicals and biological material

· To administer remedial first aid as required

· To carry out basic safety checks

· To repair, maintain and, if required, construct or arrange the construction of equipment as required

· To check materials before and after lessons

· To advise teachers about problems with apparatus

· To ensure standard risk assessments are issued with equipment/chemicals

· To take particular overall responsibility for individual laboratories as allocated by the Senior Science Technician

· To undertake such other duties as may reasonably be required by the Headteacher or Curriculum Coordinator, having regard to the grade of the post

· To contribute to the collation and entry of data for students
