English is seen as a flagship subject within our school; GCSE level students typically make progress around ½ grade higher than expected and attainment at Grade 4+ and Grade 5+ is considerably above the national data. We fully recognise the importance of English within the curriculum and ensure that the English team are well staffed and resourced by strong practitioners with appropriate time allocated on the timetable.
