It is a place where students’ needs are met with care, empathy and understanding. Our vision is for all our students to gain the social, emotional and academic skills to facilitate optimum independence and happiness, and to reach their full potential as valued members of the community.

Main Purpose of the Post

To support students with a range of needs with different activities throughout the school day, including personal care, eating and drinking, plus other tasks as required.
The successful candidate will be approachable and organised with the ability to work well as a self-motivated and committed member of the team and have good overall knowledge and experience of high standards of cleaning and personal care.

Main Tasks  


1. To be committed to safeguarding and promoting the health, safety and welfare of students at all times.
2. To ensure students are have their personal care needs met, to change students where applicable, or support students by taking them to the bathroom.

3. To meet the individual needs of students by enabling their independence with regards to eating and drinking, personal care, hand washing etc.
4. To support students who attend the hydrotherapy pool by escorting, changing and supervising students. 

5. To communicate effectively with students and staff.

6. To work effectively as part of a team.   

7. To take students who have had minor accidents, or who are unwell, to the named first aider or school nurse. 
8. To supervise students outside or in the classroom, and elsewhere as directed, during the break and lunchtime periods.

9. To assist in hoisting and positioning pupils in the classrooms and other areas of the school whether inside or outside (once appropriate training has been completed).
10. To undertake moving and handling training, safeguarding training and any other relevant training as required.
11. To attend meetings as required. 
12. To be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to safeguarding, health, safety and security, confidentiality and data protection, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person.

13. To work under the direction of the Head Teacher or Deputy Head in completing any tasks required in relation to the above post.
