5. To liaise with the teachers responsible for the whole school communication strategy and curriculum areas to ensure your subject is implemented into appropriate curriculum delivery and meets National Curriculum requirements in line with our broad range of neurodiverse learners.
6. To consistently support, actively develop and promote a total communication environment across the school. 
7. To support the school ethos, adhere to the Staff Code of Conduct, acceptable use of IT expectations and promote strategies designed to achieve positive behaviour of pupils at all times around the school, consistent with the school’s behaviour policy and restorative ethos.

8. To produce necessary reports and assessments for the purpose of reviewing individual pupil progress and take a lead role in annual reviews, Team Around the Family meetings, Child in Need meetings (where relevant) and parents’ evenings.

9. To ensure that records of pupils’ progress are maintained and available when requested, in line with the school’s assessment policy, evidencing progress of the whole child and in line with Education Health and Care Plan (EHCP) expectations and SEND compliance. To manage and deploy support staff to work proactively in the practical delivery of EHCP expectations for all pupils.
