Introduction

Each teacher is responsible for all aspects of teaching and learning for those classes and students assigned
to them. This involves the organisation and administration of classes, the preparation of lesson plans and
teaching within school guidelines and schemes of work. Each member of staff has a responsibility to
promote high quality throughout their work and that of the Key Stage, Academy and Trust as a whole. In
particular it is important to maintain high standards of achievement and to encourage all students to fulfil
their potential through effective teaching and high expectations.

In teaching at Archway Learning Trust importance is attached to:
