The Directorate
The Science and Technology Directorate is an energetic and supportive team. This year the Directorate has 30 teachers whose work is ably supported by a full time Curriculum Administrator and a team of experienced technicians. 

The Directorate has been actively involved in the continual development of schemes of work and resources, and the continual improvement of these is priority. All members of the staff have some delegated responsibility and new colleagues would be expected to make a full contribution. All teachers are expected to have a subject specialism, while the flexibility to teach across subjects may also be required.

The Science Curriculum Area is managed by the Director of Curriculum, Tanja Hofmann. Vocational sciences are also supported by a subject coordinator.

Accommodation and Resources
One is fortunate to be able to offer students and teachers access to outstanding accommodation and resources commissioned to the highest specifications. Considerable thought has been given to providing facilities that allow for both specialist teaching and flexible and innovative practice. 

The Directorate has numerous multi-purpose classrooms for delivery of theory lessons to students and demonstration labs where students can be taught simple practicals and theory sessions in a lab environment.  For the larger and more complex practical learning we have a large lab that can comfortably accommodate 50 students. We also have three specialist Chemistry and Physics laboratories that are all designed to the highest specification. 

All our learning spaces have interactive Promethean boards, and relevant teaching areas contain bespoke fume cupboards, a plethora of other resources for students to access a full range of practical studies.  

The Directorate has its own base-room where the team work together on a daily basis.

Biology A-level and BTEC Applied Science, Human Biology
Our Biology A-level course (AQA) attracts healthy numbers of students each year and we consistently achieve outstanding results putting us in the top 5% in the country for progress. Our students relish the opportunities to work practically and often show a keen interest in all aspects of science.
Applied Science is an area that has seen rapid growth over the past few years and has captured the interest of many enthusiastic and motivated young scientists who wish to study science in a more applied and work related format.

We have been offering the new Edexcel specification of Applied Science since September 2016, consisting of the Extended Diploma and Extended Certificate, which allows our students numerous opportunities to progress with a varied and relevant programme. We have selected a variety of units within the courses to allow the development of a relevant and interesting knowledge base which is tailored to numerous progression routes, for example; Anatomy and Physiology, Disease and Infections, Chemical Laboratory Techniques and Forensic Evidence Collection.  
We have also recently introduced the Human Biology Extended Certificate course (Edexcel), which is proving extremely popular with increasing student numbers each year.
The units within Applied Science are delivered by a variety of specialists and the successful applicant will be expected to contribute to Biology based units within Applied Science, as well as to the Human Biology Extended Certificate course. We envisage that the majority of teaching will be within A-level Biology.
