Teacher -UPS/MPS

The role of a teacher at Hartford Church of England High School is to contribute to raising
standards of achievement and attainment through supporting and embracing the ethos of the school.
The teacher will work collaboratively with colleagues to ensure the highest standards of curriculum
planning, teaching and behaviour management. They will ensure the standard of education that
students receive continually evolves and improves to meet the needs of all children in their lessons.
They will have the highest aspirations for the attitudes to learning of all students, ensuring every
young person achieves the best possible outcomes.

A teacher at Hartford Church of England High School will be highly motivated and innovative with an
ability to enthuse, encourage and inspire staff and young people alike. Prior to their appointment at
Hartford Church of England High School, teachers will have gained skills, knowledge and experience
in their subject specialism(s).

Work alongside the Curriculum Leader(s) to implement strategies to address the
underperformance of individuals and groups of students

. Set effective and meaningful homework in line with school policy

. Where necessary, provide high quality remote work for students that reflects the school’s
curriculum

. In line with the school’s policy, maintain high standards of behaviour both within the classroom

and beyond, consistently and fairly

. Assist in the development of appropriate schemes of learning and resources for the subject
area
. Promote excellent student attendance and punctuality to lessons, ensuring that accurate and

prompt registers are taken

. Ensure equality of opportunity and recognition of diversity are promoted through teaching,
learning and assessment.
