The department is made up of 6 full time and 12 part-time specialist science teachers. There
are 9 well-resourced labs and 3 offices with workspaces for staff. In addition, there are class
sets of laptops and a well-resourced prep room and we have 3 laboratory technicians.

All science staff are focused on delivering inspiring and challenging lessons with best practice
being shared amongst all to improve the quality of teaching, learning and assessment.

GCSE subjects begin during year 9. We have two classes of students studying triple science with
the remaining students studying combined science. Currently we follow the AQA Trilogy
Science specification.
