e Cover for absent colleagues within the ‘rarely cover’ parameters within which we work.

e Work as a full member of the designated faculty team, working with others to promote good practice in the
faculty, to create teaching resources and to develop consistent approaches.

e Assess student work to monitor and evaluate progress, set targets and advice lesson preparation.

e To drive attainment and progress for all students taught, setting targets, tracking progress and intervening
where appropriate.

Planning and classroom management

e Teach allocated students by planning your teaching to achieve progression of learning.

e |dentifying clear teaching objectives and specifying how they will be taught and assessed.

e Setting tasks, which challenge students and ensure high levels of interest.

e Setting appropriate and demanding expectations.

e Setting clear targets, building on prior attainment.

e |dentifying SEN or very able students.

e Provide clear structures for lessons maintaining pace, motivation and challenge.

e Make effective use of assessment and ensure coverage of programmes of study.

e Ensure effective teaching and best use of available time.

e Monitor and intervene to ensure sound learning and behaviour management.

o Use effective questioning, listen carefully to students and give attention to errors and misconceptions.
e Select appropriate learning resources and develop study skills through library, ICT and other sources.
e Ensure students acquire and consolidate knowledge, skills and understanding appropriately.

e Evaluate own teaching critically to improve effectiveness.

e Match approach to content, structure information, present a set of key ideas and use appropriate vocabulary.

e Assess how well learning objectives have been achieved and use them to improve specific aspects of teaching.
e To meet and discuss as required, students’ performance progress and attainment with parents and or carers.
e Mark and monitor students’ work and set targets for progress.

completed, monitor strengths and weaknesses, inform planning and recognise the level at which each student
is achieving.
