Monitoring

· Monitoring homework and classwork via lesson observations and sharing good practice, analysis and feedback to the department.
· Use of data to identify students for mentoring/intervention programmes and planning and organisation of interventions so that activities are targeted to maximise student improvement.
· Maintain an oversight of the practical requirements in the allocated curriculum area.
· Supporting teachers in managing discipline, homework and attendance issues.

Extension/Support
· Ensuring that appropriate support is available for students, including for SEND.
· Planning and organisation of enrichment and extension activities e.g. Olympiad, revision programmes and trips etc.
· Organising and being responsible for the running of subject specific events throughout the year, eg. open evenings and taster days where applicable
