Department

Overview
The Computing Department at Hillview School for Girls is small and enthusiastic department.
Computing teachers have their own dedicated computer room from which to teach, which includes
enough computers for each student to have their own. As a small department, we work very closely
together to bounce ideas off one another and take a team approach to decide what is best for the
students.

Staffing
The department is smaller, with two full time dedicated Computer Science specialist teachers, and
a third Computer Science specialist that teaches Computing part time.

Courses

Hillview School for Girls has a 2-week timetable that consists of 24 periods per week with each
period being 1 hour in duration. In a fortnight, KS3 students have 2 lessons, KS4 students have 5
lessons, and KS5 students have 9 lessons and 1 assessment hour lesson which is supervised
directed study time.

Our KS3 curriculum that is adapted from the national curriculum and moulded to fit the needs of
the students. It is designed to help students become acquire the skills they need to become digital
citizens and builds the skills they need to take Computer Science as a GCSE. The emphasis is on
creating an active, engaging environment where students can develop their love of computers and
computing and go on to contribute to a digitally rich environment. In KS4 we offer the OCR J277
Computer Science qualification. In KS5 we offer students the opportunity to complete the Pearson
BTEC Level 3 National Extended Certificate in Computing.

Extracurricular Activities

The department runs weekly drop-in GCSE revision sessions, available to pupils to consolidate or
receive help. We also offer a weekly robotics club with the FIRST LEGO First league available for
students of all Key Stages. The Department is looking to expand the enrichment opportunities
offered across the department including involvement in national and local competitions. In working
closely with the STEM coordinator and other subjects, STEM opportunities are offered across the
school to all students.
