Monitor the academic progress of pupils within allocated classes and implement
appropriate strategies to address underachievement

To assess, record and report on the progress and attainment of all pupils within
allocated classes

To register the attendance of pupils in class

To set appropriate homework

To mark pupil’'s work and give appropriate and constructive feedback

To research new topic areas, maintain up-to-date subject knowledge, and devise and
write new curriculum materials

Manage pupil behaviour in the classroom and on school premises, and apply
appropriate and effective measures in cases of misbehaviour

Communicate with parents and carers over pupils' progress and participate in
departmental meetings, parents' evenings and whole school fraining events
Undergoing regular observations and participating in regular in-service training (INSET)
as part of continuing professional development (CPD)
