The Facilities

Students have two hours of Technology
each week, taught in mixed ability groups. They study Resistant Materials, Food,
Textiles and Graphics throughout the Key Stage.

At Key Stage 4 we offer GCSE courses in Design Technology, Graphic
communication, Food Preparation and Nutrition, Hospitality and catering and Textiles.
We also help support our vocational rout students providing them with four hours a
fortnight developing practical skills in both cooking and Design Technology.
