Bluecoat Aspley Academy

Learning Trust (previously known as Bluecoat Academies Trust). The Academy is both
distinctively Christian and inclusive with all students being part of a large, diverse and multi-
ethnic family that we are very proud to be a part of.

Bluecoat Wollaton Academy
