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DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY DEPARTMENT

Design & Technology is a thriving department where students are encouraged to be independent problem solvers and creative thinkers. The curriculum is planned and delivered in a way which fosters this, as our projects equip the students with a variety of skills to help them become expert designers and makers. All of this culminates in the positive exam results the students regularly achieve. 

The Design & Technology Department has five purpose-built rooms, six teaching staff and two technicians.  The dedicated staff all work together as a team and support each other through the sharing of good practice.  All the staff are specialists in their field and teach across all the key stages.  
At Key Stage 3 students follow a rotation system where in each year they spend between 9-10 weeks in the 4 subject areas of 3D Design, Fashion & Textiles, Food & Nutrition and Graphic Design.  The average class size is 28 and is taught in mixed ability groups.  The timetable allocation is 3 hours over two weeks.

At Key Stage 4 we currently offer GCSEs in; 3D Design, Fashion Design, Graphic Design and Food, Preparation & Nutrition.  Time allocation is 5 hours over the two weeks and all the courses are administered by AQA. At Key Stage 5 we offer an A Level in 3D Design, Fashion & Textiles and Graphic Communication.
