With the two schools working
increasingly closer together, our recruitment is being done jointly.

The Roundhill Academy is a hive of high quality teaching & learning. It has been
oversubscribed for the last few years but is aiming to limit its intake to 150 students
every year with class sizes limited to 25 students. The Roundhill Academy and Wreake
Valley Academy both feed into The Bradgate Sixth Form, and teachers joining
Roundhill but wanting to gain experience teaching A level or post 16 qualifications can
be offered that opportunity at Bradgate 6™ which is based on The Wreake Valley
campus (1 mile away).

Wreake Valley is a thriving and vibrant school. It has excellent facilities and is growing rapidly as it becomes known for high
quality teaching and outstanding provision for the 200+ students who join every year. Like Roundhill there is an emphasis
on aiming to keep classes capped at around 25 students but also a commitment to offering the broadest possible key stage

throughout their education.
